Regular Selectboard meeting Oct. 13, 2014

The meeting was opened at 7:00PM.

The minutes of the Sept. 22™ regular meeting were approved on a motion
by J. Moore and T. Moore. Ruggles and Murphy abstained.

The minutes of the Oct. 6" Special meeting were approved on a motion by
Ruggles and Murphy.

Kelly and Jamieson did a presentation on Act 148 also known as the Waste
reduction Act. The law has several important dates by which the town must
implement different requirements of the law. Tara Holt was at the meeting
as a member of the Recycling Committee and asked if it was possible to
have a Selectboard member join the committee. Tom Moore was appointed
to the committee.

Ormiston gave a report on the budget year to date and also updated the
board on several ongoing projects that the town is involved in.

Ormiston also reported on the 2015-16 budget work. He will give the board
a schedule of meetings with the department heads and invited board
members to attend some of the sessions

On a motion by Ruggles and T. Moore the board approved the expenditure
of $6,000 from the Arnold Park Reserve Fund to relocate the utility lines
underground so the utility pole can be removed



On a motion by J. Moore and Murphy the board authorized the town
manager to sign a loan modification agreement with NVDA. The document
replaces the document signed on June 2, 2005 that will expire Oct. 30,
2014. The gross amount is $28,480.62 and will come payable on Oct. 30,
2024.

If any property in the St. Johnsbury- Lyndon Industrial Park that is located
in the town of St. Johnsbury and owned by NVDA is sold after the date of
this agreement all of the proceeds will go to the Town of St. Johnsbury to
reduce the amount of this loan.

Alan Ruggles announced a joint effort with the Chambers, Dufresne Group
the contractors and the townspeople to host an “End of the Road”
celebration on Sat. Oct.25" on Main ST. The majority of construction on the
CSO and Westside project will be substantially completed and it will be a
chance to thank all the people who have been instrumental in getting the
job done and thank the citizens and businesses who have patiently and for
the most part quietly put up with four years of construction!

On a motion by J. Moore and Murphy the board agreed to waive the vendor
fees and instead have the vendors contribute $25 each to the St.
Johnsbury Chamber for beautification efforts in the community.

On a motion by Ruggles and Murphy it was agreed that the policy for
special appropriations requests for the town meeting ballot would remain
the same as last year.

Any organization that received voter approval of their request may get on
the ballot by sending a letter to the town manager as long as they did not
request an amount greater than they were awarded last year. Any other
organization would have to petition to be placed on the ballot.

On a motion by Ruggles and Oddy the board appointed the following
members to the town manager recruitment committee Dan Kimbell, Cindy
Robillard as citizen members, Ruggles and Murphy as board members
and John Hall as town manager. The vote was 4-1. J. Moore voted no.

On a motion by T. Moore and Murphy the meeting adjourned at 8:48PM
