I. Shara motioned to accept the minutes from 6/1/15 meeting. Pat seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

II. New Applications:
There are no new applications at this time.

III Old Business:
a. Trash Cans- Members of the DAC were surprised that our repeated offers to paint the trash cans presently owed by the town have been unanswered. It is our belief that the ruling that there be a recycling can for every trash can went into effect July 1, leaving the town of St. Johnsbury non-compliant.
b. Planters – Open discussion of the three samples of planters that have been planted and placed at various locations on Railroad St. and Eastern Ave. 1) Although we liked the trim on the plastic sample, it still looks like plastic and is all ready sagging in the middle. Of 2) and 3) both wood models, it was agreed that the one that had the solid support legs looked like it was sturdier and would last longer. It was also discussed whether they should be stained black or kept a natural wood. How many will we need and where they would be place? What/where are the resources available?
