	a. The sign above the building needs to be smaller and with a design and coloring to be in keeping with the neighboring business.  DAC will wait for new plans to be submitted.  
	b. Fairbanks Museum’s application for a temporary storage shed to be placed behind their building on Main St. was approved as the structure is temporary (less than one year) and is not seen from Main St.
c. Dave Conant requested to remove two maple trees from his property on 1496 Main St. It was presented and discussed Ad Hoc the 7/6/2015 meeting via email and was approved. Diane made a motion to validate the approval and Ashleigh seconded the motion and it was approved.
d. Mary and Dan Hughes’ request to place a wind sculpture at the Celtic Marketing building on 1350 Main St. was approved.
